Applicable Rules 

The World Bank cannot accept artworks that present the following characteristics: 
· conflicting with World Bank mission and policies; 

· publicizing or promoting commercial products or services; 

· impugning the reputation of any person or ethnic group; 

· disregarding the notion of human dignity; 

· threatening the health and safety of World Bank staff and visitors; 

· intended to promote or degrade a particular religious belief, attitude, or dogma; 

· promoting a prejudicial attitude against any person or persons; 

· perpetuating myths or stereotypes viewed as negative or demeaning to a people, race, gender, religion, or ethnic group; 

· compromising the artist's rights; 

· being of a political nature.
The following sub-themes will be considered: 
· GBV in conflict situations; 

· workplace harassment; 

· domestic and intimate partner violence; sexual violence; 

· trafficking; feminicide; as well as 

· positive actions put in place by individuals/organizations/institutions to remedy GBV
One to three artists will be selected for each region of the world.  Preference will be given to artworks by emerging artists whose works are bi-dimensional (photography, painting, drawings) or digital (photography, video, film) to insure prompt transport to Washington and back.  The World Bank and its partners are responsible for the transport to and from, insurance and printing/framing costs.  The artworks may be sold, at the artists’ discretion. The World Bank and its partners may consider sponsoring the travel costs of the artist to and from Washington DC for the week of May 19-24, 2014.
